Never forget the Nebraska

Constitution states 

“All elections shall be

free; and there shall be

no hindrance or

impediment to the right

of a qualified voter to

exercise the elective

franchise”

and it's up to us to make that

true.
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We have 49 senators and

we the people are the

second house of the

Legislature.

This means we have

opportunities for input

and advocacy that many

states don’t have so it is

important to take

advantage of them.

Nebraska is a unicameral

and has only one legislative

body. 
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Know the

unicameral
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Bill to Law
Each bill goes to
committee and gets a
hearing.
You can give testimony
as support, oppose, or
neutral.

 If the bill gets out of
committee it gets 3
rounds of debate.
 In the last round
senators vote on whether
to send the bill to the
governor.
The governor can sign or
veto the bill. 
A veto override needs 30
votes.

The winner of

the popular vote in each

congressional district

receives 1 elector and the

state-wide popular vote

winner receives 2.

Tips
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In Person

Testimony

Testimony is generally

limited to 5 minutes.

At the beginning say and

spell your name and

whether you support or

oppose the bill. 

Then explain why you

are in opposition or in

favor.

Remember we are

available to help you

prepare your testimony.

You can come to the

Legislature in person.
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Written

testimony 

Your testimony will be

included as if you had

testified in person.

YOU must bring 12 copies

of your testimony to the

committee room where

the hearing is set to take

place between 8:30 and

9:30 am CST.

For anyone unable to testify

in person you have the

option to turn in written

testimony.
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Emailed

Position Letters

Your name and address

Your position for or

against the measure

A sentence requesting

that your letter be

included in the record.

If you can't be in person

emailing a position letter is

the most effective method to

share your voice. To be part

of the public record, your

email must include:

Please email your position letter to the

committee’s email  no later than noon CT

the business day before the hearing.
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Online

Comments

Use "Search Current Bills"

in the top right corner to

find the bill you want to

comment on.

Online comments should

be no more than a few

sentences long.

NebraskaLegislature.gov

allows written comments.

While not considered

testimony or part of the

public record, the comments

can be accessed by senators

and staff.
